Nagaland Enters Final for Third Consecutive Year: Can They Secure a Hat-Trick?

Riding on the back of a composed chase and a disciplined bowling attack, Nagaland
defeated Manipur by 4 wickets in the semi-final of the 3rd NECDC Senior Men’s
Interstate Friendship Tournament 2025 at Nagaland Cricket Stadium, Dimapur. This
win marks Nagaland’s third straight appearance in the NECDC finals, setting the
stage for a potential historic hat-trick title.

The match, shortened to 42 overs per side due to conditions, saw Nagaland chase down
a revised target of 148 with 7 balls to spare. Vino G Zhimomi was named Player of the
Match for his decisive 3-wicket spell.

First Innings — Manipur: 159/9 in 49 Overs

Manipur posted a competitive total of 159 in a weather-disrupted match. Jotin Singh
Pheiroijam once again led the scoring with a composed 72 off 86 balls, anchoring his
side’s innings. However, Nagaland’s bowling unit, spearheaded by Vino G Zhimomi
(3/14) and Akavi A Yeptho (3/30), kept the scoring in check.
